the Show's centenary! 
 

Following the centenary of the French aerospace industries association (Gifas) held 
in October 2008, it is now the turn of the Paris International Air Show – Le Bourget to 
commemorate its 100-year history. 

In 1908, a group of brilliant inventors and aircraft builders, including Blériot, Breguet 
and Voisin, decided to bring an industrial and commercial dimension to aviation, 
which had up to that point been considered a sport. With this in mind they formed an 
association, the Chambre Syndicale de l’Industrie Aéronautique. The following year, 
they organized the first airborne locomotion exhibition at the Grand Palais in Paris, 
which hosted the event for 44 years.  

Looking back a century later, we can appreciate how far aviation has come and 
above all what vision our predecessors had in organizing a regular exhibition on such 
a scale. Now, after the countless technological and commercial successes of the past 
century, a new era is dawning, one of constant innovation, environmental awareness 
and sustainable development. 

The 48th Show is the event's centenary. True to its reputation as the international 
aerospace industry showcase, it will include both covered exhibition space (6 halls) 
and a static display for aircraft. The Show will also host the B2B Meetings, the first 
session of which, in 2007, generated 6,000 business meetings between prime 
contractors and suppliers.  

The daily programme of flying displays will feature a wide range of aircraft. In spite of 
the general economic downturn, the International Paris Air Show – Le Bourget is 
already fully booked. As the world's leading air show, 
it remains the essential forum for all industry players. 
Gifas will be taking advantage of this lively business 
environment to organize its major employment, trades 
and training forum (Concorde Hall -- 19-21 June). 
 
For this hundredth anniversary, the Patrouille de 
France aerobatics display team returns to Le Bourget 
along with some thirty vintage aircraft from the period 
1909-1960. 

We are putting all our energies into ensuring that the 
Show lives up to the expectations of the trade, the 
general public and the media. It is one of the essential 
international events of 2009.

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A record number of exhibitors  

 
The Paris Air Show has been the biggest event of its kind in the world for more than 
fifty years. Since the move to Le Bourget in 1953, both visitor and exhibitor numbers 
have been constantly increasing. Reflecting the vision of the organizers, the Show 
has always been international, giving every country and manufacturer the opportunity 
to promote their offering alongside their competitors So much so that certain 
countries have chosen the Paris Air Show to present their equipment for the first time 
in the West, as was the case with the USSR and later China. 

The 48th Show opens its doors on 15 June, when the world is in the grip of an 
unprecedented economic crisis. The entire aerospace industry, like every other 
sector, is suffering its effects. 

In spite of this exceptionally difficult environment, the Paris Air Show appears to have 
lost none of its attractiveness since every last stand and chalet has been booked. 
The number of exhibitors, from 42 countries, will top the 2,000 mark in 2009, setting a 
new record. Australia, Lithuania, Libya, Mexico and Tunisia will be present at the Show for 
the first time. 

The number of aircraft presented this year will, on the other hand, be slightly down on 
2007, but there will be a number of star attractions, for example: 

- the Sukhoi Superjet 100, the new twin-engine regional jet 

- the Schiebel Camcopter unmanned helicopter, the first UAV to be shown in 
flight at an air show.

·  The Paris Air Show at Le Bourget is organized by PLBpe, a wholly-owned subsidiary 
of Gifas (Groupement des Industries Françaises Aéronautiques et Spatiales), an 
association bringing together prime contractors and equipment manufacturers from 
the French aerospace industry. Mr Louis Le Portz, appointed Commissaire Général of 
the Show at the Gifas Annual General Meeting on 10th July 2003, is a member of the 
Gifas Board of Administrators and Chairman & Chief Executive Officer of PLBpe.

Bourget has been a prestigious showcase 
for the technological innovation and 
progress of the international aerospace 
industry for a hundred years. 

The industry's oldest-established event 
has always been the preferred place for 
the French and international aerospace 
community to present their most up-to-
date, high-performance products, unveil 
their upcoming programmes, and 
announce or negotiate contracts and 
cooperation projects.

To celebrate the centenary in style, two 
major events have been planned for the 
Saturday and Sunday when the Show is 
open to the general public: 

·  The Patrouille de France  
aerobatics team, which returns to Le 
Bourget for the first time since 1975, will 
perform a display in keeping with the 
restrictions applicable to the Show.           

·  Some thirty vintage aircraft  from 
the early years of manned flight (1909-
1960), from France, Europe and the USA, 
will bring the past and the Show's history 
to life in a flying display illustrating the key 
periods in aviation history: 

 - The early days of aviation with an 
example of the Blériot XI, the first aircraft 
to cross the English Channel, and the 
Morane Saulnier 17. 

 

-  The First World War with the Fokker 
DR1, the SE 5A and the Breguet XIV. 

- The 1920s and 30s with, among others, 
the MS317, Caudron Rafale, Ryan PT22 
and Lockheed 10 Electra. 

-  The Second World War with the MS406, 
Curtiss H75, Junker Ju52, Boeing B17, 
Spitfire, Corsair, Mustang, B25 Mitchell, 
Catalina and DC3. 

- The 1950s and 60s with the DH100 
Vampire, Flamand, Constellation, F-86 
Sabre, Noratlas, Skyraider, Fouga 
Magister and OV10 Bronco, not forgetting 
the Mirage III. 

The flying displays featuring more modern 
aircraft will complete the picture. Starting 
with the first faltering flights of the pioneers 
and moving on to the 600-seat Airbus 
A380 and the most advanced fighter 
planes, in the space of a few hours visitors 
will be able to relive the fantastic progress 
made in the last hundred years – little 
more than the span of a human life.

In 2007 they were brought together with their European 
counterparts and this year will again enjoy a central location in Hall 4.

The Show will be open to the general public on three consecutive days, from Friday 19th June to 
Sunday 21st June, from 9.30 am to 6 pm. On Saturday and Sunday the Patrouille de France 
aerobatics team will perform in the skies above Le Bourget for the first time since 1975. 

To complement the events that traditionally make these days so successful, the organizers 
wanted to reaffirm the non-trade dimension of aviation with a flying display programme designed 
specifically for the general public. The exhibitors’ aircraft will offer visitors a panorama of past, 
present and future aerospace technologies. This year, to mark the Show’s centenary, some thirty 
vintage aircraft representing the period from the early days of aviation up until the 1960s will be 
presented in flight, particularly on the Saturday and Sunday.

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Business & Technology Forum - B2B Meetings 
 

Since they were first organized in 2007, the B2B Meetings have enabled some 6,000 
individualized meetings to be held, bringing exhibitors and trade visitors together with a large 
number of prime contractors, equipment manufacturers and SMEs involved in state-of-the-art 
technology used in the manufacture and assembly of aircraft, satellites, propulsion systems and 
specific equipment for engines, as well as mechanical engineering and metallurgy subcontracting, 
surface treatments and composite materials, plus decision-makers from the aerospace sector.  

The big aircraft manufacturers who outsource a large proportion of their production activities, and 
also their suppliers, are looking for new subcontractors and SMEs to support them and lend 
specific expertise. To make it easier for them to get together, the organizers of the 48th 
International Paris Air Show – Le Bourget, with the support of BCI and the Paris Chamber of 
Commerce and Industry, are once again holding the B2B Meetings .

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AEROSPACE MEDICINE SYMPOSIUM 

The accessibility of air travel  
 

Aircraft and spacecraft might be the focus of the International Paris Air Show but to prove that 

passengers are not forgotten, the French society of aerospace medicine, Soframas, under the 

patronage of the French civil aviation authority DGAC, will as usual be holding its Aerospace 

Medicine Symposium, which this year will concentrate on “The accessibility of air travel”. 

The Symposium will take place during the morning of Friday 19 June (09.00–12.45) in the Gifas 

conference room (auditorium, Hall 2C) and is open to some 200 French doctors specialized in 

aerospace medicine who pre-registered. 

Four themes will be addressed in the course of the morning: 

 - When to consult a doctor before a flight  

General Practitioner Prof. Jean-Pierre Gourbat, Director of CPEMPN and President of 
SOFRAMAS. 

 - The traveller’s first-aid kit , 

Dr Vincent Feuillie, representative for the Air France Medical Adviser. 

 - Can a person with breathing difficulties be treat ed as an 
        ordinary passenger? 

Dr Jésus Gonzales, Consulting Pneumologist, Pitié Salpétrière Hospital. 

 - Passengers with reduced mobility . 

Patrick Lansman, Head of passengers’ rights department (DGAC/DTA/MDP), DGAC. 

At the end of the morning, Dr Jean-Pierre Gourbat, Director of CPEMPN and President of 

SOFRAMAS, will sum up the proceedings.

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1908–2009 

SOME KEY DATES  

 

The Paris Air Show is the world’s longest-established aerospace event. As far back as 1909 when the 
Show was first held, it already had an international dimension. Now, 100 years later, it has become the 
biggest air show in the world. Competition between the key players has contributed to a large number of 
technical and technological advances. Since its inception, the Paris Air Show has had its finger on the 
pulse of the international aerospace market and has witnessed its development over the years. 

 

1908:  An aircraft exhibition, held as part of the 2nd Paris Automobile Show, is organized at the 
Grand-Palais near the Champs-Élysées. 

 
1909:  The first exhibition devoted entirely to aircraft is organized at the Grand-Palais by André 

Granet and Robert Esnault-Pelterie. The exhibition is held annually until 1924, with a gap 
between 1913 and 1919 during the First World War. 

 
1924:  The 9th Paris Air Show is the first to feature foreign exhibitors (mostly British and German 

manufacturers). It is also from this year onwards that the Show is held only every two years 
(apart from another interruption for the Second World War). 

 
1927:  Charles Lindbergh lands at Le Bourget airport on the first non-stop flight between New York 

and Paris. Le Bourget then becomes the world’s most famous airfield, especially in the 
United States. 

 
1946:  The first flying displays take place at the 17th Paris Air Show at Orly airport. 
 
1951:  Le Bourget airport becomes France’s second airport and specializes in business aviation. 

The fact that it is less busy means it can now be the venue for the Paris Air Show. 
 
1969:  The Paris Air Show becomes more international with 14 countries represented. This year 

also sees the unveiling of Concorde and the Boeing 747. 
 
1971:  17 nations are present. The Mirage G8 is unveiled. 
 
1973:   The European Airbus is unveiled. 
 
1975:  The Musée de l’Air is set up at Le Bourget airport. This same year the Show plays host to 

20 nations. 
 
 
1977:  A full-size Plexiglas mock-up of a Mirage F1 is displayed. 
 
1979:  The Ariane launch vehicle is displayed. Number of countries represented rises to 26. 
 
1983:  The US shuttle Enterprise flies in atop its Boeing 747 transporter. 
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1989:  USSR displays Antonov 225, the largest aircraft in the world, with the Russian space shuttle 
Buran mounted on top. 

 
1991:  Aircraft types and weapons that took part in the Gulf War - including A10 tank killer and 

Jaguar aircraft, and the Patriot missile - ‘steal the show’. American A117 stealth bomber 
displayed for the first time. 

 
1993:  Airbus 340 prototype beats world distance record by flying round the world in 24 hours, 

starting and ending at Le Bourget and passing via Auckland, New Zealand. 
 
1995:  A record 41 countries represented. Numerous aircraft, including the American B2 bomber, 

Boeing 777 airliner and X31 come to the Paris Air Show for the first time.
